They come out for clean up days; they give regularly to the ministry; they send their youth; they talk about “their” camp.  No where was this generosity of spirit and gratitude more evident than at the recent Briarwood Gala, For the Love of Camp.  This first-annual gathering included an elegant meal, a silent auction, a live auction and moving tributes to Briarwood by a camper, Jacob, and by the chair of the Briarwood Board, Mr. Jim Cutler.  The gathering raised over $22,000 for Briarwood, including the purchase of a number of mountain bikes for use at the camp.
