“It all started on campus,” campus pastors like to say.  Martin Luther, himself a university professor, used the gift of knowledge to engage scripture and wrestle with the weighty issues of truth, salvation and holiness.  Such a tradition continues when the church is present on campus in a ministry to students, faculty and staff.  In some ways this questing for spiritual and intellectual truth is especially evident on the small university campuses where personal engagement, leadership development and quests for meaning can be intense.  TLU is such a place.

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Texas Lutheran University is located in Seguin, near San Antonio and Austin.  As an undergraduate university of the liberal arts, sciences and professional studies, it is home to a diverse student body of 1400 students (one-third Lutheran and more than one-fourth Hispanic or African-American).  Classes average about 18 students; all classes have fewer than 50.  It has been recognized repeatedly as a top school by U.S. News & World Report and the Princeton Review.  Nearly one-third of the student body participates in one of the 14 NCAA Division III teams that TLU fields.
