Territory:  NT-NL covers 150,000 square miles of mission territory.  More than half of NT-NL congregations are found in the Dallas-Fort Worth metroplex.  A fourth are in small town and rural contexts; the other fourth in small cities.  We worship in as many as seven languages each Sunday.  Every year we open a new mission, with much of that expansion happening among Hispanics and other ethnic groups (Oromo, Indonesian, Finnish).  In total we are 115 congregations with a membership of 32,000.  We are served by 170 active and retired rostered leaders.  Every year we commit 47% of our income (congregational Mission Support) to the national and global work of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America.  Together with the 10,500 congregations that make up the ELCA, we are found in countless mission fields, educational institutions, new ministry developments and ministries of compassion and care.
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
