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During this past year LSS of the South served over 45,000 people.  Its budget was composed of government contracts (46%), grants (25%), individual gifts (21%), congregational and organizational gifts (7%), and fund-raising events (1%).  Taken together, these sources of revenue created $83 million in life-changing services.
Services for the Elderly:  LSS operates five retirement communities, an adult day center, and senior care management and home care programs – helping elderly Texans age with grace, dignity and independence.  
Services of Healing: LSS Disaster Response is there to provide physical and spiritual support in the case of hurricanes, tornadoes, wildfires, drought and other natural disasters.  Healing through faith in an integral component of all LSS programs.

Services for Children: LSS cares, especially, for children and does so in diverse and dedicated ways through foster care, adoption, treatment and support services.  1,800 children found foster care last year in Texas through LSS, and the number of domestic and international adoptions in Texas exceeded 200.
