


�3�K�D�V�H���, incorporates the development of a new high tech, 
environmentally-friendly facility for top notch leadership training events 
for the formation of disciples of all ages.  This training center will hold 
160 or more people and include several small seminar rooms.  This 
will be fronted by a new, more attractive entrance into the Briarwood 
site that will also feature a new complex for the Briarwood and NT-NL 
Leadership staffs who, working together, will create synergy for lead-
ership formation.  Quail Run Lodge will be transformed into a more 
formalized indoor chapel and the 4 Trails End cabins will be replaced 
with 2 new, modern cabins, each holding 16 campers.  Maintenance 
buildings will be moved to the outer edge of the site and the current

construction of a new housing unit in the woods behind 
Quail Run.  This will hold up to 80 beds in single and double 
rooms.  Renovation of the Shalom Center, with improved 
and expanded kitchen and shower facilities is envisioned.

�3�K�D�V�H���,�,�, features a new camping area with a focus on 
older youth and young adult ministries.  It will include two 
new cabins each holding16 beds plus a large meeting space 
for LYLE and other youth programs, providing improved 
facilities for community and local public school usage.
